twist tie (not tape) on a paper plate. 
3. Follow Premium List closely so as to enter in proper classification. 
4. No straight mixes allowed.  See individual listings for mix-based baking. 
5. Be considerate of others, have ALL your entries wrapped and properly prepared at home. 
6. All entries listed are open to adults, juniors and youth. 
7. All entries of exhibitors under eight years of age will be combined. 
8. Juniors are ages 9-17 & youth are under 8 years old. 
9. Open class – Anyone may enter this class.  Teachers, professionals and judges MUST enter this 

class.  This class is not eligible for Special Award Awards. 
10. All entries are not edible after the Fair and will be thrown away.

 Doors will be closed at 6:00 pm, Thursday for judging.  Exhibits will be open to the public
