Judging: 
 Doors will be closed at 6:00pm, Thursday for Judging.  Exhibits will open to the public at 2:30 pm, 
Friday. 
General Rules: 

1. Follow Premium List closely so as to enter in the proper classification. 
2. All work must be properly labeled on the back for identification.  Any identifiers on the front must 

be properly covered. 
3. Art work must be securely framed and equipped for hanging, otherwise it cannot be accepted. 
4. All work must be original and done by the exhibitor. 
5. Entries must have been completed within the past year and a half and NOT previously entered in the 

Fair. 
6. Exhibitors are allowed only ONE entry under each section. 
7. In the event of a lack of competition, less than 3 entries per section and/or class, prizes may be 

withheld. 
8. All entries listed are open to each of the classifications below:  Entries will be denoted by  
     the corresponding letter and judged separately. 
9.  All articles subject to approval by supervisor or       
     Superintendent in charge of entry.  
10. Exhibits entered in the wrong category will be disqualified.  It is the exhibitor’s responsibility to 
read the schedule, follow the instructions, and know what category and section each entry belongs in 
before bringing in your exhibit. 
 Beginner (B): Beginner has been painting, drawing, sculpting, etc. for LESS
Amateur (A): An amateur has been painting, drawing, sculpting, etc. for
